We would like to thank you all for your good wishes and generous gifts which you gave us at Christmas and we wish you all a very Happy New Year. We would also like to welcome Mrs Mortali who will be teaching the children in 4K, as a job share with Mrs Kumar. This class will now be known as 4MK. 

This term will be packed with exciting challenges and new things to learn.
